
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
TONIGHT’S GAME – The Colorado Eagles take on the Henderson Silver Knights tonight in Game One of a best-of-three, first-
round series. 
 
THE SEASON SERIES – Colorado faced Henderson eight times during the regular season, with the Eagles finishing the season 
series with a record of 3-3-0-2, including a mark of 2-2 in games played at the Budweiser Events Center. 
 
THE ALL-TIME SERIES – The Eagles are 4-7-0-2 against Henderson, all-time. That includes a record of 2-4-0 at the BEC. 
 
EAGLES’ LAST GAME (4/23) – Colorado forward Dylan Sikura notched his second hat trick of the season, while goaltender 
Hunter Miska made 22 saves on 23 shots, as the Eagles defeated the Ontario Reign, 5-1 in the regular season finale. Forward 
Jayson Megna generated a goal and an assist in the victory, as fellow forward Kiefer Sherwood notched an assist to end the 
season with an AHL-best, 14-game point streak. 
 
SILVER KNIGHTS’ LAST GAME (4/30) – Goaltender Jiri Patera stopped all 44 shots he faced, while four different Henderson 
skaters found the back of the net, as the Silver Knights defeated the Ontario Reign, 4-0. 
 
LAST MEETING (2/16) – Colorado scored a season-high five goals in the third period to rally back from a 2-1 deficit and defeat 
the Henderson Silver Knights, 6-3. Eagles forward Kiefer Sherwood led the way with two goals and an assist, while defenseman 
Andreas Englund notched a ‘Gordie Howe Hat Trick’ with a goal, an assist and a fight. Goaltender Hunter Miska earned the win in 
net, making 28 saves on 31 shots.

A YEAR TO REMEMBER- The 2021-22 campaign saw eight 
different players establish new career highs in goals, assists 
and points. Dylan Sikura, Kiefer Sherwood, Ryan Wagner, 
Mikhail Maltsev, Cal Burke, Jean-Luc Foudy, Dennis Gilbert 
and Jordan Gross all hit new plateaus in all three of those 
categories this season, while forward Martin Kaut set a new 
career high in both goals (19) and points (30). 
 
HOME COOKING- Playing in front of the home crowd at the 
Budweiser Events Center proved to be a very valuable asset 
for the Eagles this season. Colorado boasted a robust record 
of 21-12-1 at the BEC during the regular season. That boost 
could prove to very important, as since the team’s inaugural 
season in 2003-04 the Eagles have generated a record of 14-2 
in playoff series in which they have taken a 1-0 series lead.
