Semifinals series. 
 
THE SEASON SERIES – Colorado won the regular season series against the Reign with a record of 4-2-0, including a mark of 2-1 
in games played at the Budweiser Events Center. 
 
THE ALL-TIME SERIES – The Eagles are 17-10-0 in the regular season against Ontario, all-time. That includes a record of 9-5-0 
at the BEC.  
 
EAGLES’ LAST GAME (5/6) – Colorado netted a pair of power-play goals and finished the night 6-for-6 on the penalty kill, as the 
Eagles defeated the Henderson Silver Knights, 5-2. The win capped off a 2-0 series sweep for Colorado and now sends the 
Eagles to face the Ontario Reign in the Pacific Division semifinals. Goaltender Justus Annunen improved to 2-0 in the postseason, 
stopping 34 of the 36 shots he faced in the contest. 
 
REIGN’S LAST GAME (5/4) – Ontario forward T.J. Tynan scored the game-winning goal 2:31 into overtime to give the Reign 3-2 
win over the San Diego Gulls and secure the two-game series sweep. Reign goalie Matthew Villalta made 25 saves on 27 shots to 
earn the victory in net, while forward Martin Frk notched a pair of assists. 
 
LAST MEETING (4/23) – Colorado forward Dylan Sikura notched his second hat trick of the season, while goaltender Hunter 
Miska made 22 saves on 23 shots, as the Eagles defeated the Ontario Reign, 5-1 in the regular season finale. Forward Jayson 
Megna generated a goal and an assist in the victory, as fellow forward Kiefer Sherwood notched an assist to end the season with 
an AHL-best, 14-game point streak.

SPECIAL TOUCH- Colorado’s specialty teams led the way in 
Colorado’s 2-0 series win over the Henderson Silver Knights in 
the opening-round of the 2022 Calder Cup Playoffs. The 
Eagles went a perfect 11-for-11 on the penalty kill and scored 
a shorthanded goal in Game One. Meanwhile, the power play 
finished 2-for-5 in Game Two and is currently ranked 4th in the 
AHL at 25%.  
 
KEEP IT ROLAND- Defenseman Roland McKeown is tied for 
first among all skaters in the 2022 AHL Calder Cup Playoffs 
with four assists through his first two games in the 
postseason. No stranger to playoff pressure, the former 
captain of the Charlotte Checkers helped lead that team to a 
Calder Cup Championship in 2019.
