TODAY’S GAME – The Colorado Eagles conclude a four-game homestand with the second of back-to-back meetings against the 
Coachella Valley Firebirds. 
 
SEASON SERIES – Colorado leads the eight-game season series with the Firebirds with a record of 4-2-1, including a mark of 1-2 
in games played at Blue Arena. 
 

THE ALL-TIME SERIES – The Eagles own an all-time, regular-season record of 14-7-2 against Coachella Valley and are 6-5-0 
against the Firebirds in games played in Loveland.  
 
EAGLES’ LAST GAME (3/21) – The Colorado Eagles annual “Pot of Gold Night” raised $130,130 for 16-year-old Jayden Jimenez 
of Greeley, as the Eagles came up short on the evening, falling 5-2 to the Coachella Valley Firebirds. Jimenez suffers from a rare 
heart condition that has caused his heart to enlarge dramatically, forcing the implantation of a Left Ventricular Assist Devi ce. Since 

its inception in 2012, the “Pot of Gold Night” has now raised over one-million dollars for Northern Colorado families.

POWERED UP – After going 1-for-6 against Coachella Valley 
last night, Colorado has now struck on the power play in each 
of the last four games. Colorado boasts a record of 22-2-3 

when netting at least one goal on the man-advantage, as the 
Eagles face a Firebirds team today that ranks 26th in the 

league on the penalty kill at 79.3%. In seven previous 
meetings with Coachella Valley, Colorado has gone 5-for-19 
(26.3%) on the power play, while holding the Firebirds 2-for-

20 (10%) on the man-advantage. The Eagles are first in the 
AHL with a power play percentage of 26.5% on home ice.  
 

STELLAR YEAR- Forward Alex Barre-Boulet’s ascent up the 
AHL’s league leader board continued on Wednesday, as he 

notched two goals and an assist and now has points in five of 
his last six games (5g/3a). Barre-Boulet ranks third among all 
AHL skaters with 62 points and sixth in the league with 40 

assists. Barre-Boulet’s 22 goals mark the fifth season of his 
career with 20 or more tallies and put him just one goal shy of 
the team lead.
