Two matchup against the Abbotsford Canucks.  
 
PLAYOFF SERIES – Colorado trails the best-of-three series 1-0 after falling to the Canucks 4-2 in Game One on Wednesday at 
Blue Arena. 
 
THE ALL-TIME SERIES – Colorado owns an all-time regular-season series record of 8-4-3-1 against Abbotsford, including a mark 
of 4-2-1-1 at Blue Arena.  
 
EAGLES’ LAST GAME (4/24) – Abbotsford forward Sheldon Dries notched a goal and an assist, while goaltender Zach 
Sawchenko turned aside 28 of the 30 shots he faced, as the Canucks defeated the Colorado Eagles 4-2 in Game One of their 
best-of-three, Opening Round series of the Calder Cup Playoffs. Forwards Cal Burke and Ivan Ivan each found the back of the net 
in the defeat. Colorado goaltender Ivan Prosvetov suffered the loss in net allowing three goals on 17 shots.

---------------------------------NOTES & NUMBERS--------------------------------- 
WINNING FORMULA – A hot start served Colorado well 
during the regular season, as the Eagles were 30-8-1 when 
scoring first and 24-1-1 when leading after the first period. 
Colorado was 27-0-2 when scoring at least four goals and 25-
15-4 when outshooting the opposition. The Eagles also did a 
terrific job of closing out contests, going 28-2-1 when taking a 
lead into the second intermission. Colorado’s home mark was 
just as impressive, as the Eagles finished with 22 wins, which 
was tied for first in the Pacific Division. 
 
POURING IT ON – Over the final four games of the regular 
season, Colorado posted 20 goals against San Diego and 
Ontario, averaging five goals per contest. In last Sunday’s 
season finale against the Reign, the Eagles tied a season-high 
for goals in a game (6) and goals in a single period (4). Dating 
back to the regular season, forward Cal Burke has generated 
points in seven of his last eight games, notching four goals 
and six assists in that span.
