goals and two assists in the team’s first four games of the 
postseason. Interestingly, Tynan’s two playoff goals come 
after netting just three goals during the regular season. The 
veteran forward led the team this year with 47 assists and 
finished third on the roster with 50 points. Tynan helped lead 
Lake Erie to a Calder Cup Championship in 2016 and has 
produced 41 points in 72 career AHL Playoff contests. 
 
BACK HOME- Colorado returns to home ice tonight, as the 
Eagles have already gone 2-0 at Blue Arena during the 2026 
Calder Cup Playoffs, after sweeping the San Diego Gulls in 
Round One. Colorado owned an impressive mark of 20-10-6 in 
Loveland this season and had the league’s fifth-best home 
power play (24.8%). Since the franchise’s inaugural season in 
2003-04, the Eagles have made the most of their home-ice 
advantage, having gone 71-40 in playoff games, across three 
different leagues.
