Miner is 
now the first AHL goalie to begin a postseason with three 
shutouts in five starts since Rochester’s Mika Noronen in 
2000. He is also just the second goalie in Eagles history to post 
three shutouts in the playoffs. 
 
TRIPLE THREAT- Forwards T.J. Tynan and Alex Barre-Boulet 
have paced the Eagles during the 2026 Calder Cup Playoffs, 
having each generated two goals and four assists in the 
team’s first five games of the postseason. In addition, forward 
Tristen Nielsen has netted a team-best three goals. All six of 
Barre-Boulet’s playoff points have come against the Silver 
Knights, while Tynan has generated five points (1g, 4a) 
through the first three games of the series.
