Eagles goalie Pavel Francouz won his second-
consecutive start, stopping 30 of the 31 shots he faced in the contest. The victory improved Colorado’s record to 2-1-1 to start the 
2018-19 season. 
 
REIGN’S LAST GAME (10/17) – The Reign would score two goals in the third period but would eventually fall, 5-4 in overtime at 
the hands of the Milwaukee Admirals on Wednesday. Four different Ontario players notched a goal in the losing effort. 
 
LAST MEETING (2/22/15) – The Eagles scored three goals in the third period to tie the game and force overtime, as Colorado 
would top the Reign, 6-5 in a shootout in the final ECHL meeting between the two clubs.

TOP OF THE LIST- The Eagles performance on the penalty kill 
has been stellar to start the season. Through the first four 
games of the year Colorado ranks 1st in the AHL with a penalty 
kill percentage of 95.2%, allowing just one power-play goal on 
21 opportunities.
