THE SERIES – Colorado will face Ontario eight times this season, with four of those games taking place at the Budweiser Events 
Center. The Eagles lead the season series with a record of 3-2-0 through the first five meetings. 
 
THE ALL-TIME SERIES – The Eagles are 9-4-0 all-time against the Reign, including a mark of 5-1-0 in games played at the 
Budweiser Events Center. 
 
EAGLES’ LAST GAME (3/1) – Colorado goaltender Hunter Miska turned aside 48 of the 49 shots he faced, while forward Ryan 
Wagner netted a pair of goals, pushing the Eagles to a 3-1 win over the Milwaukee Admirals on Sunday. Colorado forward 
Sheldon Dries collected his team-leading 21st goal of the night in the victory, as the win moved the Eagles into second place in the 
AHL’s Pacific Division. 
 
REIGN’S LAST GAME (2/29) – Ontario forward Blaine Byron scored the game-tying goal with just 2:58 remaining to regulation, 
while Mikey Eyssimont and Matt Luff each netted a goal in the shootout to power the Reign to a 2-1 victory over the Bakersfield 
Condors. Goalie Matthew Villalta backstopped the effort, making 19 saves on 20 shots to collect the win in net. 
 
LAST MEETING (2/22) – Colorado goaltender Adam Werner made 28 saves on 29 shots, while forwards Jayson Megna and T.J. 
Tynan provided the goal scoring, as the Eagles defeated the Ontario Reign, 2-1 in overtime. Tynan netted the game-winner just 16 
seconds into the extra session.

STEPPING UP- Eagles forward Ryan Wagner is fresh off a two-
goal performance in Colorado’s 3-1 win over Milwaukee on 
Sunday. Wagner has now generated three goals in his last 
three games and has lit the lamp four times in his last five 
contests. The 23-year old has surpassed his offensive totals of 
last season with five goals and three assists in 20 games with 
the Eagles.  
 
FABULOUS FEBRUARY- The month of February was very good 
to the Eagles, with Colorado going 7-3-0 in the second month 
of 2020. That record included a mark of 4-1-0 on the road. It 
was the second month this season in which the Eagles have 
hit the seven-win plateau, having posted a 7-2-2 record in 
December. As the season has progressed into March, a 3-1 
win over Milwaukee last Sunday now gives the Eagles wins in 
nine of their last 12 contests, overall.
